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Introduction

their properties. Not only is the software designed to make iteasy, butSpraylLog canalso use the
information enter ed for making creating summaries and analysis reporting.

SprayLog iscontinually growing, meeting the needs of the horticulture industry as it develops.
Every spring a new version of SprayLog is releaseddependent of the previous one with new
features. This allows HortPlus to developed new features that would be incompatible with old
versions of SprayLog but stillenables the grower to always have access to previous season data

Recording agrichemical wse is not the only thing SprayLog can be used for. Growers can record
their crop phenology information by storing the date at which key growth stagesoccur. In 2008,
basic pest and disease monitoring wasalso added.

The main screen of SprayLog is separated in to two major areas, thi#lock area and theDiary area
highlighted below by the dashed lines.

The block area contains a grid of blocks and a panel of additional information about the selected
block. The selected block is highlighted below by the red dotted line. As different blocks are

To edit a spray application,
on the main screen selecthe appropriate block then on the spray you wish to edit. Change the
required parameters by clicking on the appropriate cell, additional application details for the
current selected spray can be edited using th@anel on the right-hand side of the diary grid.

To delete a sprayon the main screen selecthe appropriate block then selectthe spray you want
to delete and click the Delete Spray button.

All entries made into SprayLog are automatically saved as they are entered, but it is good practice
to manually save before closing the program.
